What is the Image?



But in the very act of enforcing a religious
duty by secular power, the churches would
themselves form an image to the beast;
hence the enforcement of Sundaykeeping in
the United States would be an enforcement
of the worship of the beast and his image.”

What is the Image?



“In the last great conflict of the controversy
with Satan those who are loyal to God will
see every earthly support cut off. Because
they refuse to break His law in obedience to
earthly powers, they will be forbidden to buy
or sell. It will finally be decreed that they
shall be put to death.” DA 121.3

Stages of Development



1. Forbidden to buy or sell with the mark.
2. Finally, death is decree to those who

resist.

Before Probation
