Problems with Induction

* Generalizations cannot be proven by repeated
testing

— Merely give a possible answer, never provide proof

— Our data is always taken from a limited subset, so a
counterexample could appear at any time

— Science is inductive, all this applies!



Twin Problems with Deduction

* Must start with unproven Axioms

— No deductive system can prove its own assumptions
(which includes its axioms and rules for proving)

— Requires FAITH at a fundamental level

* Mathematical Game?
— Arbitrary choice of assumptions
—>Relativism, no absolute truth
