RESULT OF ACCEPTING THESE 3 MESSAGES?



Rev 14:12 produces: 
Believers who “keep the commandments of God.”  
Believers who keep “the faith of Jesus.” 

Those who accept these messages keep God’s 
Law, the Ten Commandments. This law they are 
able to obey through the faith of Jesus which gives 
them the victory so they don’t transgress God’s law 
Here is revealed the perfect relation between the 
Law— the Decalogue, and the Gospel—the faith of 
Jesus.
